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On Thursday May 5th and Friday May 13th, the 9th graders in Jill Chiodini and Jeff Major’s classes stayed at HTHI, along with the San Diego Ghost Hunters, to try and capture evidence of paranormal activity. Students that stayed the night said they experienced very interesting and mysterious activity. 

We talked students about what they experienced. A group of students said that they were in the MUN Theater with the Ghost Hunters listening to the Ovilus, a device that helps ghosts speak to people. And through the Ovilus, the “ghosts” said some very strange things, Including describing a murder. 

(Audio clips from may 5th Ovilus saying, “blood”, “blade”, “Mommy”, “Daddy”, and more.)

Then it sounded as if the questioning agitated the spirit.

(Audio clips of Ovilus saying “everyone. Round table. Get out. Leave”.)

 (Student interviews about their reactions to HTHI specific words, specifically LJ.)

There were also some strange unexplained noises recorded on the voice recorders such as unidentified voices saying various, random words, breathing and tapping, which had also been reported by Daniel. In addition to all of the other strange occurrences there were some unexplained EVP’s or electronic voice phenomenon, which sounded like someone speaking a bizarre undecipherable language.

After all of this it seems as if it might be possible that there is paranormal activity at HTHI. 

However students here at HTHI are taught to always question and investigate what they believe. Using a variety of devices to detect paranormal activity and/or spirits the Class of 2014 and the San Diego Ghost Hunters stayed up all night attempting to find and record evidence of paranormal activity. But are these devices actually reliable or are they just a hoax?

The Ovilus, is a device that uses an electromagnetic field, or an EMF and a Thermometer to measure disturbances in electromagnetic fields and temperature in a certain area, to formulate words. This Device was created by Bill Chappell and is described by Chappell as a piece of equipment, to be used solely for entertainment purposes. Which begs to question, is it actually a legitimate piece of equipment to use when searching for paranormal activity? It doesn’t appear that it is easy to manipulate this device, and one has to wonder when considering the very HTHI specific words it used, such as “round table” and the repetition of Ed’s name. 
The K2 meter is an EMF detection device, which can detect ghosts or spirits through the energy they emit. When spirits or “ghosts” are around the resident energy that they kept from their original form, is still resonating with them. Using this device we can tell when their energy disturbs the EMF around this device. 
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Franks Box, is a device which creates electronically generated noises that resemble speech, to supposedly communicate in real time with the undead. When you turn the box on in scans through AM radio stations searching for high voltage produced by the spirit. 

Handheld digital recorders are small hand held devices that record sounds in the vicinity. The San Diego Ghost Hunters, use these recorders to record EVP’s or Electronic voice phenomenon. Most of the time when we hear ghost sounds of voices they are from recordings because the sounds are so soft that the normal human ear cannot hear them.

All these devices sound great but what can they capture?
